SIMPLE PLAN FOR DAILY PRAYER

1. Prepare your heart: “Be still and know that I am God” (Psalm 46:10)
2. Partake of God’s Word: “I have esteemed the words of His mouth more than my necessary food” (Job 23:12)
3. Pray intelligently and purposefully. Fellowship with the Lord through four aspects of prayer:

Adoration — Enter into fellowship with God with great respect and admiration. Tell the Lord you love Him.
Reflect on His greatness, His power, His mercy, His patience, His majesty, and His grace.

Confession — As you come into God’s presence, you will be convicted of your sin; ask for it to be cleansed and
forgotten.

Thanksgiving — Think of several specific things for which to thank God.
Supplication — This is the part of your prayer in which you make your requests known to God.

Psalm 116:1-2 “I love the Lord because He has heard my voice and my supplications. Because He has inclined his ear unto
me, therefore I will call upon Him as long as I live.”

I Peter 3:12 “For the eyes of the Lord are over the righteous, and His ears are open unto their prayers.”
Psalm 66:18 “If I regard iniquity in my heart, the Lord will not hear my prayers.”

1 Thessalonians 5:17-18 “Pray without ceasing. In everything give thanks; for this is the will of God in Christ Jesus
concerning you.”

Matthew 7:7-8 “Ask, and it shall be given you; seek, and ye shall find; knock, and it shall be opened unto you; for everyone
that asks receives; and he that seeks finds; and to him that knocks it shall be opened.”
